Arrival: all students should arrive and sign in at the Derngate stage door at the times given 

below.  NMPAT staff will be on the door to welcome students and show them to the relevant 

dressing rooms. If leaving in between rehearsals and the concert start time, make sure to leave 

by the stage door and sign out.

During the concert: all students will have seats reserved in the auditorium to watch the other 

groups performing.  While CJWO are performing, CTWO will be back stage, warming up and 

getting ready to perform. 

Supervision and free time: all students that remain on site at the theatre between the 

rehearsal and concert will be supervised by NMPAT staff.   

CJWO: There will be no time to leave the site after your rehearsal.

CTWO: students should only leave the site if they have written permission from a parent/carer 

– please email amacfarlane@nmpat.co.uk or bring a note on the day. A text message on a 

student’s phone will not suffice. Those who choose to leave the theatre do so at their own risk. 

If leaving the theatre, students should remain in groups of at least three and take care crossing 

roads etc. Students should be back at the theatre, in concert dress, by 5.30pm.   

Students wishing to remain on site will need plenty of refreshments and something quiet to do 

(e.g. a book or card game) 

CYCB: students choosing to leave the theatre should remain in groups of at least three and 

take care crossing roads etc.
